
INSTRUCTIONS FOR CREATING A SWISS BADMINTON ACCOUNT 

AND REGISTERING FOR TOURNAMENTS 
 
To register for tournaments, you must create a personal account on the Swiss Badminton website 
(hƩps://www.swiss-badminton.ch/). These instrucƟons will help you do this step by step. 
 

SPIELER-ID 
 
Before you can start creaƟng an account, each person must know their player ID. This should be noted 
down first. The best way to do this is as follows... 
 
Go to the Swiss Badminton website (hƩps://www.swiss-badminton.ch/) and click on “Match Center” at the 
top of the page. 

 
  
 
 
 
 



Once you have arrived at the Match Center, you will see three tabs to choose from: “Interclub,” “Turniere,” and 
“Ranking.” Now you should click on “Ranking.” 

 
Then scroll down and click on “Herreneinzel” (Men's Singles) or “Dameneinzel” (Women's Singles)”, 
depending on your gender. In the following example, I have assumed that you are male. However, the basic 
procedure is the same for women. 

 

 



If you enter “TV Arlesheim Badminton” in the club filter and click on the blue “Filter” buƩon, a list of all 
players from our club registered with the associaƟon will appear. 
 

 
 
 
 You will find the required value in the “SpielerID” column of this list. Please make a note of this for when 
you create your account. If your name does not appear in the list, then no license has been issued yet. If this 
is the case, please send a short email to the person responsible of your club and briefly describe the 
situaƟon. 
 

 
 

Now we can get started with the real work!  



CREATE AN ACCOUNT 
 
On the homepage (hƩps://www.swiss-badminton.ch/), you will find a link to the login in the top right-hand 
corner. Click on this and select “Login Tournament SoŌware.”

To create a new account, click on “Registrieren.” 

 



In the following screen, you must provide informaƟon to verify your idenƟty. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The player ID was already noted in the first step and can now be entered. 
 
Filling in the remaining two fields should not be a problem. There have been cases where an error message 
appeared aŌer pressing “VERIFY.” However, pressing it again worked. There has also been a problem where 
Swiss Badminton had stored an incorrect date of birth, causing the error message to appear permanently. 
In this case, you can send a quick email to the person responsible of your club and describe the problem. 

  



Now, in the final step, you will see the following screen: 
 

 
 

You can choose any username and password you like, which you will need to log in in future. You can use 
leƩers, numbers, dots, hyphens, or underscores. Please don't forget to accept the terms of use. A sensible 
username would be something like “firstname.lastname,” as this is easy to remember. 
AŌer registering, an email will be sent to the email address you provided, which must be confirmed in order 
to acƟvate your account. Once this has been done, you can log in to the homepage using your chosen 
username (not your player ID) and password, where you will have access to a wealth of informaƟon and can 
also register for tournaments. The steps you have now taken will never need to be repeated. However, you 
should definitely remember your username and password for future use!

REGISTRATION FOR A TOURNAMENT 
 
 It is assumed that registraƟon has already been completed and that you know your Swiss Badminton 
account username and password. To register for tournaments, go to the Swiss Badminton homepage 
(hƩps://www.swiss-badminton.ch/) and click on “Match Center” at the top of the page. 

 
 Then select the “Turniere” tab. 
 

Scroll down the list unƟl you find the tournament you want. This guide uses the first BVN tournament of 
2026 (BVN Junior Tour - Allschwil) as an example. 

 



When you click on “Ausschreibung,” you will see the most important informaƟon about the tournament. When 
you click on “Überblick,” you will be taken to the tournament website. To register, however, you must click on 
“Ameldung.” If a login window opens, you must log in with your username and password. You should then be 
redirected to the registraƟon window. 
 
 
«Meine Daten» can generally be ignored and are not relevant for registraƟon. However, if any informaƟon is 
incorrect, you can report this to your trainer; you cannot adjust the data yourself. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



«Disziplinen» is the important part of the registraƟon process. There you can register for the doubles and 
singles tournaments. 
 

 
Please note the following points: 

 Since the BVN tournaments are played in skill groups and not in age categories, U-19 has been set 
as the age category. This does not mean that you will be compeƟng against players of the same 
age. The respecƟve tournament management will assign players to the appropriate pools once all 
registraƟons have been received. 

 If you register for doubles or mixed doubles, don't forget to also note your doubles partner. Since 
mixed and doubles pairings are combined, it is not possible to register for both disciplines, i.e. 
doubles and mixed doubles. 

 RegistraƟons for the event day are sƟll not being taken via the Swiss Badminton website. Please 
simply send an email to the person responsible of your club before the registraƟon deadline and 
you will be registered by the club. 

 
Once you have confirmed your details at the boƩom of the page, you are registered for the tournament!
